Is the marijuana smell bothering your quality of life?

While Marijuana can be legally grown and used recreationally in Michigan, local rules against
maintaining public nuisances still apply. Over the past decade, as marijuana laws have changed, the C|ty
has experienced a continued uptick in complaints related to noxious odors, noise, and nuisance issues
related to the use and cultivation of marijuana in Garden City’s residential areas.

As summer approaches and more residents will be outside, it is important for Garden City Residents to
know that they do not have to tolerate noxious odors, noise that disturbs the peace, or any other
prohibited activity, or condition that negatively impacts the enjoyment of a resident’s home or property.
Whether it is caused by marijuana use or not, it is illegal to create or maintain a public nuisance in

If your peace is disturbed, a nuisance exists in your neighborhood, or you
are subject to an offensive odor, you can contact the Garden City Police
Department to report the issue and file a complaint — 734-793-1700

Depending on the circumstances, a police or code enforcement officer may warn the off.éhAdiFlg broBerty
or issue a ticket. If you request a responding officer issue a ticket, it is important to know that for some
issues, such as a noxious odor, a person other than the responding police or code enforcement officer
must agree to be the complainant and testify to the existence of the offensive odor, noise, or other
nuisance. Meaning — to stop the problem, you or several neighbors together MUST be the one to
be listed as the complainant. The police cannot do it alone. We hope that residents will continue to be
good neighbors and respect each other’s rights to enjoy their homes and property free from nuisances.

Animal Licenses

All dogs and cats within
the City must be
licensed, and the
license must be
displayed on the animal’s collar at all times.
Ordinance #90.15 Animal Licenses can be
obtained in-person at City Hall. The fees are $10
per year for spayed / neutered animals and $20
per year for non-spayed / neutered animals. You
must present your Certificate of Rabies
Vaccination from your veterinarian and proof of
neuter / spay.

Holiday Lights Should Be Removed

According to GC City Ordinance 154.030,
holiday or string lights MUST be removed /

after a 90-day period. Please be a good
neighbor and remove your lights this
weekend. They should be gone by now.

For the safety of our rental residents, Garden City has a registration process for our rental
homes. The process includes a safety inspection of the home. If you have a rental home,
please contact the Garden City Building Department at 734-793-1650 to register your home. If you are a
renter and not sure if your rental home has been inspected, call the Building Department to inquire.

If you are having trouble with a rental home in your neighborhood, to file an anonymous complaint you
may call the City’s Code Compliance Department at 734-793-1807. Unfortunately, not all of the rental
homes in the City are registered and inspected for safety. If you know of an unlicensed rental home, call
the Building Department to be sure that they are permitted and safe for the residents.
